Minutes were presented:
Mic Pietrykowski moved to accept the minutes. Ellen Lilburn seconded. Minutes approved. 
Presidents Notes:  
National Conference. The National Board of Governors approved a five dollar dues increase in keeping with the plan to increase dues with inflation. The chapter absorbed the $20 increase from the last membership rate increase.

New York has 17 ACF chapters and it works well there. Wisconsin has 4 chapters so it might not be as valuable for Wisconsin. Chuck Meitner will keep the chapter updated.
David Russell is currently the only person running for regional VP. Joe G. Aiello, Elizabeth Baase, Mark Wright, Michael Tee are all running for President.

Apprenticeship:  John Reiss was unavailable for the meeting. John Reiss told Chuck Meitner that the big changes discussed at the last Chefs of Milwaukee Board Meeting are in the works, but will not be implemented by the beginning of the fall semester. 
Mic Pietrykowski attended the accreditation meeting. At that meeting there was a discussion that the students who graduate from the apprenticeship program will have to take the written test (which they already have to do) then they will be registered as a CSC. The associate’s degree will come out as a certified culinarian yet.

Communications: 
Education: Chuck Meitner would like to have all of the dinner and education meetings organized as soon as possible.
August 25th: Ellen Lilburn has a list of venues who are interested in hosting an ACF dinner meeting. The venues understand the restrictions of the dinner meeting. Ellen Lilburn said that a lot of the venues don’t want to have the dinner meetings because of the cost ($20 per person). 

Mic Pietrykowski asked if we should offer $25 to the venues. Ellen Lilburn said that certain venues aren’t open and therefore aren’t willing to bring in staff for the $20 per person. 
Chuck Meitner suggested holding the same price this year. Steve Johnson mentioned that the venues do make money off the bar.

Chuck Meitner would like to have the educational seminars be educational instead of a sales pitch. The group who comes in can have a table to have a sales pitch on, but they have to have an education presentation.
