Lou Henschel reported that the check for Chef and Child was received in the amount of $1093 from ACF National. A $15,000 check was also received for the regional conference from ACF National. 

The $4,000 CD was closed out in April and placed in the money market account. Lou suggested a six month CD for the $15,000 from ACF National for the conference. 

Walter Wolf asked what expenses the chapter had outstanding including how much the chapter would be spending on ACF National Convention. Lou reported approximately $1300. on the conference. Chuck Stepanovich $2000 for Traveling Chef, Mic Pietrykowski and Greg Abbate both $2000 for Traveling Chef.

Traveling Chef usage was discussed. Walter Wolf motioned that Mic Pietrykowski and Greg Abbate both can still use their Traveling Chef awards and that future Traveling Chef awards must be used in the 12 months following the awarding of Traveling Chef.  John Reiss seconded. Motion approved.

Upcoming 2007-2008 year expenses include Chef of the Year awards and possible WRA Bills/Reimbursement. 

Mic Pietrykowski motioned to put $15,000 in a one year CD. Walter Wolf seconded. Mothion was approved.
Walter Wolf motioned to approve the treasurer’s report. David Davidson seconded. Report approved.
